What to Bring What NOT to Bring

3 Your legally owned unused or 
unwanted prescription drugs.

2 Illegal drugs such as 
marijuana, heroin and LSD.

2 Dangerous or hazardous items 
like medical sharps and needles.

3 A member of your household’s 
legally owned unused or 
unwanted prescription drugs.

2 Prescription drugs you or a 
member of your household 
doesn’t legally own.

2 Prescription drugs for someone 
who is not a member of your 
household.*

2 Medications with iodine. 2 Thermometers with mercury.

Protect Yourself and the Environment
Your name or any other personal information is not needed when dropping off your 
prescription drugs. To protect your privacy, the DEA encourages you to not turn in 
prescription bottles. If you do, use duct tape or permanent marker to hide your 
personal information. Drugs that are collected will be safely destroyed so no one 
else can use them. This helps stop people from putting them down the drain or 
flushing them down the toilet. This protects our water system.

Protección para usted y el medio ambiente
Al entregar sus medicamentos recetados, no es necesario que dé su nombre ni 
cualquier otro dato de información personal. Para proteger su privacidad, la DEA 
lo alienta a no entregar frascos de medicamentos recetados. Si lo hace, use cinta 
adhesiva de color o un marcador con tinta indeleble para ocultar su información 
personal. Los medicamentos que se recojan serán destruidos de manera segura 
para que nadie pueda usarlos. Esto ayuda a evitar que las personas los tiren por el 
desagüe o el inodoro. Así podemos proteger nuestro sistema de aguas.
